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Hello, my name is Fay Millington-Scott and I am now into my third 

month acting in the General Manager Community Services role. 

 

The fire danger season has now commenced.  We have been doing 

our bushfire planning over the last couple of months, including a staff 

and contractor survey to check if personal bushfire survival plans will 

impact on Barossa Village service delivery.  Barossa Village 

Community Services clients have been approached to ascertain if 

they will be at home to receive services on Severe to Catastrophic fire danger days. 

 

Bushfire conditions and bushfires will be monitored centrally throughout the fire danger 

season to ensure Barossa Village staff do not put themselves at risk by travelling near 

bushfires or outside Bushfire Safer Precincts during the fire danger season.  Safe transport 

corridors have been identified in the nearby area. 

 

Vehicles provide little protection if caught in a fire so it is important to avoid this by planning 

travel carefully and being vigilant.  However, in the unlikely event that a Barossa Village 

vehicle is trapped by fire, a kit comprising a woollen fire blanket, cotton cloth and 2 litres of 

bottled water will be available for use to improve the chance of survival.  The kits (one per 

vehicle occupant) will be taken by staff when they pick up the vehicle keys on each 

occurrence during the fire danger season.

All glass bottles and jars of any colour but not plate glass, crockery or china (remove all lids; 
avoid breakages).  

Aluminium and Steel Cans  
Drink and food cans, and aerosol cans. Wash steel cans and their lids to remove food 
particles and residue. 
Milk and Juice Cartons  
All milk and juice cartons. rinse, flatten and insert into an open carton. 
Plastic Containers  
All plastic containers. No plastic bags or cling-wrap 

Please do not place any of the above materials out for collection contained within a plastic 
shopping bag. 

 
Materials that are not suitable for recycling collection include: - 
¶ Ceramics (Crockery, terracotta, broken glass) 
¶ Garden and household wastes 
¶ Plastic bags and food wraps 
¶ Oil, acids and other chemicals 
¶ Clothing 
¶ Batteries 
¶ Hard materials (Concrete, rocks, bricks, timber) 

 
It is important to avoid the contamination of suitable recycling materials to ensure that they 
can be further processed for reuse. 
 
Calendars are available for all collection zones to assist dwelling owners to identify collection 
days. 
 
Recycling collection services are also available to non-residential property 
owners on request.

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Your Active Social Life  
Being active is something we all know is important for our bodies, but 
is it also important for our social life?

Try to make sure your exercise habit includes a 
social element ï donôt just go to the gym, work out, leave and not talk 
to anyone. Instead, put social interactions into some of your weekly 
exercise routines. This will keep you motivated to keep exercising 
and provide an opportunity to meet new people." 
 
Our program at the Gym gives you a great opportunity to be social, 
with group activity included in each session and plenty of opportunity 
to interact with others from all over the region.  Here are a few other 
ideas that might encourage to you to put the "active" back into your 
social life:

As most of you know we in food service have had a few problems with 
the meal service to the residency and have decided to enlist ECH to  
resume this service to the residency for the next 3-4 months. As a result 
of this it gives us a chance to set up systems and correct procedures to 
supply a quality meal service to all concerned. 
 
With the festive season  nearly upon us it is a great time to talk about  
preparing and storing food for any parties or BBQôs you might be plan-
ning over this time. I always like to keep things simple when having people over when it 
comes to cateringé..like using the BBQ as much as possible so that you are not stuck in 
the kitchen when everyone else are enjoying the great food and company.(also there are 
always lots of helpers to cook a Barbie !!!! ) If you have a hooded BBQ you can cook  
anything that you would normally cook inside on it. When you have finished cooking your 
meat etc on the Barbie turn  most of the gas jets off and keep 1 on low and pull the hood 
down to keep it hot. This will keep the food at the correct temp to avoid anybody eating food 
that might be at risk. If you donôt have a hooded BBQ then its best to cook food in smaller 
amounts so that the cooked food is eaten straight away and then cook more if needed. Also 
remember the salads etc only need to be served at the last minute and its best to have a 
few smaller bowls rather than 1 big bowl as you can top these up as neededé this will also 
help with keeping food at the correct temp. These are just a couple of tips to help everybody 
healthy and well over the summer months. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank all parties concerned for their patience and  
understanding regarding food supplies and the return of ECH and look forward to hearing 
and feedback.

Some of you may be aware that we have began our Bi-annual Unit Inspections again. These 
Inspections happen over a two year period and the purpose is to go through your unit and 
record essential details such as the age of your Hot water service, smoke detectors and air 
conditioners. It also is an opportunity to look at any cracks or building damage and also what 
repairs may need to be done in the future such as paint work. This inspection gives us vital 
information in order to plan our maintenance budget for the future. It gives us an honest look 
at the units and a chance to make sure everything is running as it should be. All information 
is then recorded and put into future maintenance plans.  
 
This is an inspection only. If you have any day to day maintenance issues, even if you are not 
sure if it is maintenance then please ring the office and we will log these requirements for the 
maintenance team to help you. If the request is one for something additional to be added to 
your existing unit then please use the unit request forms and send them to the office. If you 
need a request form or wish to ask a question about your unit then please do not hesitate in 
contact us at the office. 
 
Also please keep in mind that these are a Bi-annual inspections. We now have over 160 units 
and it takes approximately 2 years to go through and document the state of each unit. You 
will be advised by letter when your unit will be inspected. Please have patience with this 
process as these inspections are fitted in amongst the normal maintenance requests and 
activities. If you are not home when the maintenance member is inspecting the unit then he 
will leave a calling card for you to ring the office and we will make an actual appointment. If

Bi -Annual Unit Inspections  
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Thereôs not many people who attend their regular Friday morning Gym 
class on their 90

th
 birthday but thatôs what BERT SCHULTZ  of the 

River Road, Nuriootpa did.  His family had gathered to celebrate this 
milestone.  Bert went off to Gym to let them get on with organising a 
wonderful party, which he absolutely enjoyed. 
 

Bert is a true Barossan.  He even has a street 
named after him ï Bert Schultz Street ï in the 
Nuriootpa Barossa Estate.  Bert was born in May 
1921 in Mrs Sauerôs Nuri Hospital, number  four of 
five children in the family.  An older brother lives in 
Melbourne.  In the late 1920s, during the 
Depression, Bertôs parents moved to the Riverland for work and support 
from his motherôs farming family.  Bert attended the Waikerie Primary 
School.  When they came back to Nuri in 1932, he attended the High 
School, being, in his words, ña bit of a ratbagò. 
 

He left school in 1937 after doing Leaving and started work at Sheard Service Store, 
being very well paid at 10 shillings a week.  Mr Sheard had donated a bell to the High School 
and the school Library is named after him.   
 
Being drafted into the Army was next for Bert and 1942 he joined the Australian Imperial 
Forces in the Armoured Corp Division and trained at Puckapunyal.  Later he was based in 
Brisbane. 
 
Bert had spent his last 6 months in the Army in Melbourne and there he met and married 
Thelma, who must have been a truly wonderful woman because she returned with him to the 
then very parochial Barossa where she was known as ñBertôs wifeò for many years! 
 
Bert was demobbed in 1946.  When he returned to Nuri, Sheards had turned into the Co-
operative Store.  Bert can tell all sorts of stories about Murray Street in those days ï shops 
and houses both sides of the main street but behind was mostly fruit and vegetable gardens.  
Warnecke, Robins, Hoffmann, Reusch, Linke, Hatch, Mader, Sam Tolley - all names that Bert 
recites when he talks about his early days in Murray Street.   
 
Within the Co-op Bert worked his way up until he was appointed Manager in 1966, a position 
he held until his retirement in 1982, a time during which the Store continued to purchase a lot 
of properties and undertook much rebuilding.  There were no ñcasualsò in his staff of 70 in 
those days. No wonder he earned a seat in the lead car in the 2010 Barossa Vintage Festival 
Procession through the town streets! 
 
Bert and Thelma had two daughters, Diane (Brisbane) and Kay (Melbourne) and a son, John 
(Victor Harbor).  Bert has eight grandchildren and 4 great-grandchildren. 
 
Very sadly, Thelma died in 2000 but in the time from Bertôs retirement they had travelled with 
a caravan on many Australian roads ï north, south, east and west - and because of Bertôs 
work, they had contacts in other States, as well as visiting the family.

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Bert can list many achievements.  He says heôs been on every Committee in the place, often 
representing the Co-op.  He was on the Soldiersô Memorial Hall Committee for many years. 
He was a Board member of CIC Insurance Ltd, on the Boards of The Vine Inn, United 
Hardware Co-operative, the Co-operatives Federation of South Australia and the Australian 
Board of Co-ops.  Many will remember the Christmas celebrations in the Park with Father 
Christmas, sideshows, a big tree ï all this happened on Bertôs watch. 
 
Bert moved into his Barossa Village River Road unit in 2003.  
He continues to be involved with St Petri Church.  Over the 
years he has been Warden, maintenance man and Sunday 
School Teacher.  Heôs a Life Member of the RSL where he still 
goes most Friday evenings to catch up with a diminishing 
number of old mates. A highlight of each fortnight is a lunch 
outing for ñold blokesò on a Carerôs Link bus.   Bert was a 
Justice of the Peace until he was 80, and in the past he was a 
Board member of Nuriootpa Primary and High Schools (he 
canôt have been too much of a ratbag!).  He was Secretary of 
the Nuriootpa Football Club 1947 - 48 and he still attends 
Menôs Probus after being headhunted to be the Secretary in 
its early days in the Barossa many years ago. 
 
Bert has had his share of health problems with a triple by-pass in 1996 but as he sits in his 
comfortable lounge fronting the Angaston Creek and watches plovers, native ducks, Dorper 
sheep and their beautifully colored offspring wander past, he believes he has had a fortunate 
life, still being able to visit family regularly and enjoying his neighbours. 
 
Bert, with his neighbour Brenda Henschke (who holds the title of the first member of the 
Village Gym), was recently invited by Gym Manager and Trainer, AnnMarie Bartholomaeus, 
to cut the ribbon and declare the expanded Village Gym open.  Did you notice Bertôs gym 
shirt in his photo above?
