The increasing care needs of our client group are being monitored very closely, as we need
to ensure our care programs are run in a sustainable manner within the financial and people
resources available to us.

Independent Living Unit Survey Results

Thank you to everyone who took the time to complete our ILU survey.
Evaluating our provision of service is an important part of ensuring
continuing improvement. We sent out 155 surveys and we had 70 returned.
Not all people answered all questions but of those who did:

1 94% of residents found staff and contractors to be helpful, friendly and
respectful.

1 86% felt that they were provided with sufficient information about Barossa Village and had
the opportunity to contribute on issues that affect them, while 4% felt there could be some
improvement in this area.

1 94% of people were happy with the level of privacy and confidentiality they had at Barossa
Village, while 4% felt it could be better.

1 86%o0f residents felt that maintenance requests were dealt with promptly and satisfactorily,
while 6% were not satisfied with how their requests were dealt with.

A work plan has been developed from the list of suggestions for improvement and from other
comments recorded in the survey. These items will be addressed over the next month and
action taken.

Ula Radovanovic

the ILU Social Club and writes their monthly Grapevine report.

Ula was born in Bavaria, the youngest in a family of ten children, and met her Serbian
husband, Rako, a couple of years after he had escaped from a Prisoner of War Camp,
eventually finding his way through France and later back into Western Germany. Ula still
speaks fluent German and Serbian as well. Sadly Rako died 3 years ago.

It was in October 1948 that the Radovanovics, married only in the previous May, left Europe
for Australia on the Castle Bianco, a 4-week trip. Ula was one of 146 women who slept in
double bunks in a dormitory and the men slept separately in the hold of the ship. They
disembarked in Sydney, were taken to Bathurst before being transferred to Adelaide where
Ula was sent to work at the Daws Road Hospital where she earned 4 pounds a week, 2
pounds going to pay for her board! Rako followed and was placed with the S.A.Harbors
Board 1 he earned 6 pounds a week!

So for the first few months, life in Australia was very trying, with homesickness, having to
learn a new language, living separately and having only one wooden box of possessions
between them. Life improved when they could rent a room together with an Australian family
and eventually they found work in the reta
and her final job at Colton, Palmer and Preston in Currie Street where Rako also worked.

But in those early days there was no money to buy nice shoes for herself. They had to save
hard and within three years were able to build their first home at Magill where they remained
for 37 years. Another 10 years were spent at Ridgehaven before they moved to the Barossa,
with the encouragement of friends from Truro.

The Radovanovics holidayed together in Germany six times. In 2010 Ula went back alone for
6 weeks. She was able to spend time with her nieces and nephews and with an old friend
who had lived 50 years in Sydney before returning to Austria when she inherited a 200-year-
old house.

Ula is also Secretary and a very dedicated member of the Nuriootpa Senior Citizens Club
and considers those members her family.
which Ula is Vice President.

If you see a tall, distinguished lady with white hair under the helmet, wearing a bright orange
safety vest, riding an equally distinguished bicycle along Penrice and Old Kapunda Roads to
Fourth Street before turning into Gawler
bad for an 87 year old!

If you are going away on
holiday please ask a neighbour to empty your mail box then it will not be obvious to casual
passers-by that your house is un-occupied.

The new map for the Scholz Avenue area is in the process of being made and the issue of
the sunken roadway adjacent to The Lodge has been reported to Telstra who are responsible
for the repair.

Security lighting at Angas Street Tanunda will be updated if needed due to late night noise
from rowdy passers-by. Council still has the issue of the footpath and the pine trees outside
The Pines on their books.

Born to Take Photos (part 1)

Most of us have a box or tin of old photos perhaps going back 80 years
or more and then there are the old family photos we have in frames.
Yet | wonder how many photos taken today will survive and be passed
on from one generation to the next because the photos are not taken
using film cameras but digital computer cameras and mobile phones
and most of the photos are not printed to share but go into home
computers and then shared with others by those social network groups
like Facebook and Flickr. How long will they last on those? | doubt if
many will be still there in 50 or 100 years time.

Print out your digital photos and put them on display and after a few

years most will have faded unless you have them printed with special

inks and on special paper but even then there is no guarantee that they will still be visible in
20 years time. | have heard of wedding and baptism photos taken by professional
photographers and despite being put in albums the photos have faded after six or more years
and alas there are no negatives to re-print the photos. Keep your photos on your computer
and you can lose the lot. Keeping them on DVDs and there is no guarantee they will keep for
50 years and USB sticks get lost. The old negatives will last over a 100 years.

The modern technology of being able to take instant photos using a mobile phone or cheap
digital camera and then putting onto your computer and then using things like Photoshop and
Adobe etc to change the colour of the background, to remove people and other things in the
photo or add amusing bits to the photo and other retouching etc has for me taken away the
joy of photography. | want to see photos how the photographer took them and the almost
same natural colours.

When we had film cameras we knew that we had to get that photo correct at the time we took
it as a roll of film had either 12, 24 or 36 negatives on it and we took the film to the local
chemist or camera shop and waited a few days to get the prints back.

Now days we can take 50 or more photos of the same thing and then pick the one we like to
print via our own printer attached to the computer or you take the camera disk to the local
photo shop in the chemist etc and select what photo we want printed and if alterations are
needed to be done to the photo. It is al/l
or fun required to take a photo like we did 30 or so years ago.

As residents care needs change we sometimes find ourselves trying to use equipment in
rooms which has a lot of furniture. | would like all residents and their families to consider
when mobility of the resident decreases and more assistance including mechanical
assistance is required, for eg. when transfer ring a resident from the bed to a chair.
Consideration about taking some furniture home or replacing it with smaller items may be
required.
